Itis one way of approaching the abstract
philosophical question of whether breaking up the cohesion of
the parts or ideas of a human body which make up awhole can
be an effective way of re-founding, reconstituting, creating;the
dissolution of a whole with a view to denuding, emptying,
razing to the ground at a first stage, which may then lead to
resurrectionandthe reassignmentof roles, functions andideas
and thence to reunification, hopefully with a better creative
outcome. Kiki Kolympari, Georgia Fambris and Maria Spyriaki,
three reflective contemporary artists who keep abreast of social
issues and espouse the modernist philosophical and existential
theories,convey their own version of this Sisyphean Struggle
in a critical mood, intending to attract and intrigue viewers
and make them think. With different views as to how concepts
are expressed, Fambris approaches the subject sarcastically
and with strong references to the human limbs, Kolympari in
an abstract and more spatial way and Spyraki conceptually,
through an expressive rendering of the soul.
